The lifting/snubbing cables supplied with the torque guide should be used
only for installation or removal of the torque guide from the rig. Vertical lifting
with a crane for transport purposes is allowed. These cables should never be
used for off loading from a bed truck or trailer. The winch lines from the
tractor should be attached in the conventional manner. Using the
lifting/snubbing cables attached to the winch line could result in an 18” to 24”
free fall which could do damage to the winch line and sling assembly.
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
